Re-telling of ancient story 

5.  So, if the father in the story was God, would 
you get off the bus?  Why or why not?

6.   Would it be OK if I tell you how I “got off the 
bus” with God?

Tell your real life story. Ask, “are you interested in ‘getting off 
the bus’ and beginning a relationship with God?”
